Instructions for using the MUF laptop

Note: This machine is on loan from Telcordia. It is not a particularly valuable machine, but please don’t abuse it. If anything goes wrong, don’t worry, just contact Gabor Kiss muf-av@gaborkiss.com, 908-850-5535. Some disk noise is normal. Smoke is not … 

Starting it up - The power switch is on the left side, marked I/O and with a vertical white bar. Just slide it forward, release, and wait for a login screen. It may boot fully or wake up from hibernation, depending on how it was shut down. Either way use login = muf, password = Normandy-Hts (case sensitive). If the password doesn’t work after several attempts, make sure the Caps Lock and Num Lock are not engaged (look for glowing LEDs). To disengage the Caps Lock, there is a key. To disengage Num Lock, use <Shift> <Scr Lk> (above F11).
To wake up from Standby, press the Fn key (lower left) once. Typically the laptop should not be stored in Standby, as it will eventually run out of power. 

Running it - The three major applications you might want (Powerpoint, Word, Excel) have shortcut icons on the left side of the screen. They also have shortcuts in the Start menu. Please don’t install applications without contacting Gabor.
Projecting - The VGA connector is behind a little door on the back, marked VGA

To switch from the LCD screen to an external projector, press Fn F7 (look for the blue “screen” icons). This toggles between three modes: Internal LCD screen, External Projector, and Both. The most useful is probably the Both setting, so please leave it that way if you can. When it is on External, if there is nothing plugged into the VGA connector, then it reverts to the internal LCD, but switches as soon as you plug in the projector.

Shutting Down - The best thing to do is to use Start > Shutdown > Hibernate. You can choose Standby if you just want to shut down for a short while, and wake up quickly. You can also select Shut Down. You can reach the Shutdown screen also with <Ctr> <Alt> <Del>.
If you need to power down brutally, for example if the machine locks up, push the power switch forward and hold for 2-3 seconds. This is not great practice but won’t hurt the machine. You can then re-boot immediately.

Features – This machine has USB and a CD drive. It has a network card but requires a cable which is easily lost, so if you need this, contact Gabor. It doesn’t have built-in wireless, but a card is available if you need it. The battery is in decent shape, probably good for an hour or more. It has a Gig or more of free hard drive space.
